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Apache Server Behind DSL

Description: This document explains how to configure an Internet router behind a dial-
out DSL to be able to use it as a Web/FTP/SSH/SMTP/POP server from the
Internet.

Here are the steps done in SUSE 9.2 Distribution without or with some minor adjustments
the same can be obtained in other distributions.

1) Make a registration at ww. dyndns. com Up to 5 domain names are free.

Retain your:
- registration name (Here we chose: mar t y3826)
- password (Here we chose: ce7l i nez25)
- a registered domain (Here we chose: mar t y3826. honel i nux. com)

2) Download the latest version of the Dyndns client updater program: updat edd
(See updat edd_2. 3.tar. gz in/ honme/ publ i ¢ of laptop)
orin Internet: ht t p: / / savannah. nongnu. or g/ downl oad/ updat edd/
-Saveitun/usr/ | ocal / updat edd. x. x. x. Directory
- Do the regular thing for compiling the program under Linux:
cd /usr/|ocal /updat edd. x. x. X.
./ configure
make
make i nstall

3) Create a template Apache configuration with the NaneVi r t ual Host directive and
all the Vi rt ual host s directives.
(Here we chose the name of this template file: / et ¢/ apache2/ t enpl at e. conf)
eg. NanmeVirtual Host 127.0.0.1
<Virtual Host 127.0.0. 1>
Server Nane .....

</ Vi rtual Host >

The active configuration file will be made out of dynamically editing and changing the IP of
the t enpl at e. conf. Here we chose this active configuration filename as:
/ et c/ apache2/ conf. d/internet. conf

4) Create (if not already existing) the file / et ¢/ ppp/ i p- up. | ocal
make it runnable(chnmod 755 et ¢/ ppp/i p-up. | ocal)
and enter the following lines:
(This script will be run every time a new DSL connection is established)

/usr/local/sbin/updatedd -u narty3826:ce7linez25 \

-n marty3826. horel i nux. com -s dyndns \

sed -e "s/<Virtual Host .*>/<Virtual Host $LOCALI P>/g" \

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5) In this file you can also activate your firewall. The ideal would be to activate it right after
the updating of the IP at DynDNS.

6) | usually also send myself the new IP as email case the DynDNS is somehow blocked
or not available. The IP is in the subject field and there is no mail body text.
The command that | entered for that in the same script file(/ et ¢/ ppp/ i p- up. | ocal ) is:

echo | mail -s "New I P: $LOCALIP " m chel @i nuxint.com

7) If you need to update more than one domain name for your server then enter all domain
names after the option - n separated with a comma"' , "'

(Here we chose: mart y3826. honel i nux. comand | i na63g. honel i nux. net
